    GREATER MIAMI USBC WOMEN’S CITY TOURNAMENT RULES
1. This tournament shall abide by all USBC Tournament rules and regulations.  All contestants must be currently sanctioned by USBC. Any discrepancies must be brought to the attention of a tournament official. The decision of the tournament committee is final unless an appeal is made in accordance with USBC rule 329. All rules not covered will be governed by USBC rules. Failure to abide by these rules and regulations will subject the participant to disqualification and forfeiture of entry fees.

2. The tournament is designated for women only.   No walk-ins will be accepted.
3. Handicap will be 100% of the difference between their average and 220. Any contestant whose average is equal to or above 220 shall bowl scratch. 

4. Entering Averages:
a. Highest 2024-2025 average, including summer of 21 games 
b. If there is no local or summer average, use highest current season league average for 21 games.
    Bring average verification at the time of check-in. 
d. Only certified sanctioned USBC League averages will be accepted.

e. If the only average a bowler has is a challenge or sport average, the bowlers average will be adjusted to a standard average.


Any contestant with a rerated average from USBC must use that re-rated average.  Any contestant whose average cannot be verified will be required to bowl scratch.  USBC Rule 319a2 (10 pin rule) is NOT in effect. 
5. If a bowler has been rerated or refused a tournament rerate in the past 5 years, it must be reported at the time of entry. Nothing in this rule supersedes tournament management’s authority to adjust the bowler’s average prior to bowling.

6. Reporting of previous tournament winnings will not apply (Rule 319D). 
7. It is the responsibility of the individual contestant to verify her own average. If found to be incorrect, scores will be disqualified if submitted average is lower than actual average.  If the submitted average is higher than actual average, the submitted average will be used.  Corrections can be made up to the completion of the first game of the first series. 
8. Multiple entries will be permitted.  Cash and trophy awards will be given to the champions.  
9. In the event of a tie for first place co-champions will be declared, and the prize money will be split       equally.
10. SUITABLE ATTIRE MUST BE WORN WHILE COMPETING IN THIS TOURNAMENT. KNEE-LENGTH SHORTS AND SKORTS WILL BE PERMITTED.  TANK TOPS, HEADGEAR, TORN JEANS OR EXERCISE APPAREL, SUCH AS LEGGINGS, WILL NOT BE PERMITTED.  TOURNAMENT MANAGEMENT HAS THE RIGHT TO REFUSE ENTRY TO BOWLERS WHO ARE NOT PROPERLY DRESSED. THIS RULE WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED.   (Note: anyone with a medical reason to wear headgear must present a current physician’s note stating such). During participation, bowlers are NOT permitted to wear hats or headgear.  Earbuds are acceptable.
